REACH Declaration of Conformity

To whom it may concern,

The European Union (EU) has adopted regulation no. 1907/2006, also known as the REACH (Registration,
Evaluation, Authorization and Restriction of Chemicals) regulation, which became effective on 1 of June
2007.

REACH regulation requires article suppliers to inform recipients if an article contains a Substance of Very
High Concern (SVHC) in excess of 0.1% by weight. Based on the best of our knowledge and the material
content provided by our suppliers we inform that a single SVHC, more specifically lead is present in the
materials that we use in our products including packing and shipping materials.

Lead (CAS No: 7439-92-1 -EINECS No: 231-100-4) was entered on the candidate list of June 27t 2018.
Lead is a component of bronze, copper alloys and solder alloys. This substance may be present at a
concentration greater than 0.1 % by weight in some of the components that we use in our products
(applications covered by EU RoHS 2 exemptions).

NL Acoustics Ltd. will provide sufficient information to allow safe use of the article including, as a
minimum the name of the substance within a period of 45 days of the receipt of the request.
